1. Policy Statement

4. Equipment & Electrical Safety
All electrical equipment is PAT tested where required and visually checked before use. Equipment is operated only by trained staff and positioned safely.
5. Slips, Trips & Manual Handling
Working areas are kept clear and spillages dealt with promptly. Manual handling is minimised through team lifting and safe handling practices.
6. Fire & Emergency Procedures
In the event of an emergency, staff will follow venue emergency procedures and isolate equipment if safe to do so.
7. Review
This policy is reviewed annually or sooner if legislation or operations change.
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
